How to Convert 875 As a Fraction?

When converting a decimal number to a fraction such as 875 as a fraction, The specified
value is written as the numerator, and the required number of zeros are added in the
denominator, right below the decimal point. After that, the fraction can be made simpler.

Since there are three digits after the decimal in this instance, we put 1000 in the
denominator and remove the decimal point.

875/1000
When we subtract this fraction, we get,

(875 + 125)/(1000 + 125) = 7/8
